Condition (to use with Probe): When shown objects with a modified ruler attached (inches only) and 3 cards with lengths
Demonstrator (to use with Probe):  the student will measure each object and hit the switch to indicate the correct measurement, and hit the switch to indicate which item is longest. 
Supports (Based on students’ individual needs to allow access to the curriculum.  This list is not limited, but may include the following):   ruler drawn/taped onto picture, large/texture numbers on ruler, visual aids, verbal prompts, cues, set of 3 choices for answer, reader; all supports that student normally needs to learn. Could also have 3 items/picture of the item with a red stop sign in 3 different places (with one being correct at the end of the item) and have the student id the correct spot.
Supplies: pictures/objects with modified ruler attached (only inches), data sheet, switch, and cards with measurement amounts written on them.
Explanation of how the student should complete the work sample/probe and how the teacher will score the completed the work:
· The teacher will review measurement and related vocabulary. 

· The student will be shown an object/picture (e.g., sock, book, and switch) with a modified ruler attached. 

· Student will be provided with 3 measurement choices on index cards placed in student’s line of vision.
· Student will be asked what number does the ruler stop on & student will indicate their answer in their individual mode (i.e., eye gaze, touch, switch, etc.). 
· The student will be shown objects that they have measured and asked which one is longest from a set of 3.
· The teacher will document each answer on a data sheet.

Explanation for complexity score:   This activity requires understanding of measurement. The content vocabulary is correct. The student demonstrates an understanding of measurement by comparing objects. 
Additional Activities: Practice identifying the length of objects throughout the day. Use things that are concrete & familiar to the student.  For students will visual difficulties, have a specific tactile cue for them to identify measuring with, for example use the same ruler with raised numbers and something you can move around to indicate where to stop such as using sticky tack to stick a piece of sandpaper to the ruler to indicate the end of an object.
